Change to ICC Funeral Visitation Policy 

As you recall, back in November of 2023, Fr. Amrit made a 

change to Immaculate Conception’s funeral visitation policy.  

Visitation was moved from taking place in Church, to taking 

place in the Parish Hall.  This change was made to preserve the 

sacredness of the Church and the sanctity to God’s House, due 

to funeral visitations becoming a socializing event, instead of a 

place of quiet, reverence and reflection.

Due to 

this, consultations with our Parish Council and various other  

reasons, Father has made the decision to move visitation back 

into the Church.

Father also 

asks that you refrain from bringing all food and drink into the 

Church.  Should you wish to socialize with others, please do 

outside, or in the  designated areas around the Church grounds.
